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2010-2011 School Year

Dear Parents,

Thank you for your interest in Middletown Christian Schools.

All returning students need only complete NEW applications this year, unless there has been a change in church membership OR forms are incomplete from previous year.  All application paperwork is available to be downloaded from or filled out online at our website, www.mcseagles.net.  When these forms and the application fees are received, the files of the students will be checked to see if there is any additional information we need.  If the student files are complete, you will receive a confirmation letter of acceptance that your child is officially enrolled.  Students whose files are not complete OR who owe past tuition will not be enrolled until these matters are attended to.  You will be notified if there is paperwork that is not complete.  Simply sending in an application and registration fee does not mean your child has been put on a MCS class roster.  All paperwork must be complete before a student is accepted and put on a class roster; this includes an updated Pastoral Questionnaire if you have changed churches.

Remember, all applications received by April 5, 2010, will be eligible for the reduced “early” $80 registration fee.  After that date, until May 28, 2010, the registration fee will be $100.  After May 28, 2010, the registration fee will be $200.

Letters of notification of returning students’ acceptance at Middletown Christian will be sent out by June 30, 2010.  Student applications will be processed according to the date all needed paperwork and payment is received by MCS.  There is the possibility of classes being filled and applicants having to be put on a waiting/standby list.  Therefore, prompt application and completion of all paperwork and payments is recommended.

Middletown Christian Schools seeks to hire qualified, caring, certified Christian teachers for all its classes.  Classes that consist of more than one homeroom are divided into homerooms based upon many different factors.  These may include boy/girl ratio, teacher recommendation, academic performance, and personality, plus other personal considerations.  This process of making class lists is done with great care and prayer by the school administration.  Any requests for a student to be in a particular classroom must be made in writing to the administration prior to May 28, 2010, for the upcoming academic year.  Each request must include specific reasons explaining why the parent is making a request.  All requests may not be able to be honored.

At Middletown Christian Schools, we are committed to the long-term growth and improvement of our school.  One of the ways we have been seeking to improve is in the area of financial stability.  We are aware that, in today’s educational environment, a school must be financially stable as well as academically excellent.

Last year a new tuition payment policy was recommended by the school board and accepted by Pastor Green.  Registration fees are due at the time of registration.  Book and Activity fees are still payable to MCS and due by August 6th.   Families have the option to pay their school tuition in one of the following ways:

1. Full payment of tuition directly to the school by July 31, 2010.

2. A monthly payment option (August-June) through the FACTS Tuition Payment Plan by automatic transfer (ACH), credit card (American Express, Discover, MasterCard), or by invoice.  

If you decide to pay your tuition monthly by ACH or credit card through FACTS, you will authorize a specific dollar amount to be paid, on a predetermined date each month, directly from your checking or savings account or charged to your credit card.  It is important to note that FACTS Management Company and Middletown Christian Schools never have any direct access to your account.  Banking regulations strictly control the automatic payment process, so that all transactions are absolutely confidential and limited in amount to only what has been authorized.   If you prefer to be invoiced, you may pay your monthly tuition to FACTS on the first of each month by check, money order, cashier’s check or online by e-check.

FACTS Management Company also offers optional Peace of Mind coverage for the person paying tuition and his/her spouse.  We will be sending out an informational brochure with details and exclusions.

If your family should experience an unexpected financial crisis, please contact our Business Office as soon as possible.  The FACTS plan is very flexible and can be adjusted if necessary.

Financial Policy 2010-2011

INTRODUCTION

We believe that your tuition payments are an investment in your child’s education and spiritual growth.  Therefore, the school’s Board of Education accepts responsibility for recommending, to the Pastor, policies concerning the amount of tuition, the manner of payment, and, in general, the development of policy in this area.  Furthermore, it is the responsibility of the School Board to insure that adequate financial resources are available for the school and that enrollment is as available and affordable as possible to all families.

FEES

· Registration fee is due with the application and is non-refundable.

· Testing fee of $30 for new students entering grades 1-12 is due at time of testing.

· Book and activity fees are due by August 1st and are non-refundable after the first day of school.

· FACTS Tuition Management fee of $45 will be added to your FACTS account if choosing monthly payments.                                

TUITION PAYMENT

All families shall be expected to make tuition payments according to one of the following payment plans. Options for payment shall include:

A. Full Payment:  Under this plan the entire amount of tuition is paid directly to MCS on or before July 30, 2010.  After this date, full payments may be made through FACTS and may incur a $45 service fee. 

B. Monthly Payments Through the FACTS Payment Plan-Automatic: Under this plan the entire amount of tuition is divided into eleven (11) monthly payments paid through FACTS by automatic deduction from your checking/savings account beginning in August.  Payments can be made on either the 5th or 20th.

C. Monthly Payments Through the FACTS Payment Plan-Invoice: Under this plan the entire amount of tuition is divided into eleven (11) monthly payments paid through FACTS by check, money order, cashier’s check or online by e-check.  Payments must be made beginning in August.

D. Monthly Payments Through the FACTS Payment Plan-Credit Card: Under this plan the entire amount of tuition is divided into eleven (11) monthly payments paid through FACTS by using American Express, Discover or MasterCard beginning in August.  Payments can be made on either the 5th or 20th.  A convenience fee of 2½% will be added for each payment.  

LATE REGISTRATIONS

A. Families registering after June 1st and choosing the 11-month payment plan shall be expected to fulfill their tuition obligation by paying the first tuition payment to MCS by August 1st and the remaining payments through one of the Monthly FACTS Payment Plans.

B. Tuition for students registering after the first day of school shall be prorated over the number of school days they will be in attendance according to a formula established by the Finance Office.  They will then pay their first month’s prorated tuition at the time of registration and the remaining payments through one of the Monthly FACTS Payment Plans.

LATE PAYMENTS

It shall be the responsibility of each school family to keep the Finance Manager informed of their need to make any changes in their preferred tuition payment plan or adjustments in the amount of tuition expected to be paid.  Without such information, the following policy will apply when payments are received after the due date.

A. Full Payments.  If payments have not been received on or before the due date, the Finance Manager will contact the family within five (5) days concerning the missed payment date and alternative tuition payment options will be offered.

B.
Monthly Payments.  School families who choose the eleven (11) month payment plan will be charged a $25.00 late fee if payment is not received (or available for ACH payment) by the due date.

In addition, school families who have missed two monthly payments and have not made suitable arrangements within fourteen (14) calendar days of the second missed payment will be informed that their child/children will not be re-admitted to school according to the “Non-Admission” specifications of this policy.

NON-ADMISSION OF STUDENTS DUE TO TUITION DELINQUENCY

School families failing to pay tuition according to the agreement which they have made with the Finance Office or who have been unwilling to make suitable alternative arrangements with the Finance Manager, will be informed that their child/children will not be re-admitted to our school.  In addition to the policy that accounts must not be more than 2 months delinquent, all families must be current in their payment of tuition:

By August 13th:  If not, students may not be admitted on the first day of school.

By January 3rd:  If not, students will not be re-admitted on the first day of class in January and will not be eligible for semester examinations.

By June 10th:  If not, students will not receive report cards and permanent records will not be released by the school administration.

DELINQUENT TUITION FROM PREVIOUS YEAR(S)

All previously unpaid tuition must be paid by August 13th if a student is to be re-admitted on the first day of class for the new school year.  

TUITION REFUNDS

Families withdrawing students prior to the first day of school shall be refunded the entire amount of tuition that has been paid for the current school year.  After the first day of school, tuition refunds shall be prorated over the number of school days that each student was in attendance according to a formula established by the Finance Office.  Registration fees are not refundable.

FINANCIAL AID

Middletown Christian Schools offers a very small amount of financial aid based on need.  To assure that the financial aid is fair and equal, applications will be made through FACTS Grant and Aid Management.  A fee of $25 may be assessed for this process.  Families are also encouraged to seek financial aid through various outside assistance programs.

IMMUNIZATIONS

All parents of Students Enrolling in Middletown Christian Schools

Middletown Christian School follows the State guidelines which require certain immunizations for entrance and attendance to school.
