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Dear MCS Families,

I want to share an important update regarding Ian Bright, the son of our Vice
Principal, Ryan Proffitt, and ask you to surround the Proffitt family with prayer
and support.

In mid-February, Ian was admitted to the hospital after concerns arose from a
recent MRI. What doctors initially believed could be either an infection or
cancer was later confirmed through biopsy to be Ewing Sarcoma, a fast-
moving and aggressive form of bone cancer. We are thankful that a recent CT
scan showed no evidence that the cancer has spread. Following that
diagnosis, Ian’s family immediately moved forward chemotherapy and his
treatment plan.

As we start to rally around the family, many have asked how they can help.
The Proffitts have simply asked for time and for prayer as they walk through
this difficult season. We all know that God is present. He is mighty. He holds
Ian in His hands.

As a school community, we would like to encourage families who are
interested to participate in a t-shirt fundraiser that has been organized to
support the Proffitt family.



The t-shirts are $25 each and are available in youth sizes through adult 4XL.
Shirts are expected to arrive within 2–3 weeks of your order. We started this
with our faculty and staff and are now asking our students and families to
support and encourage the family.
